Scenic Byway Foundation)."

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What is a Discovery Zone?

Discovery Zones are destinations that embody
activity areas where travelers can learn about the
byway. Also byway users are able engage in
outdoor recreational activities, other byway
pursuits, events, and are directed toward visitor
amenities. Each Discovery Zone has existing or
untapped assets that tell the byway story and
engage byway travelers.
